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KCHHS Cup “Wirehaired pointers club of Slovakia Cup” is an international
pointing dogs competition held in Slovakia. The pointing dog that achieves
the highest score in the first merit is awarded the title Winner of the
Wirehaired pointers Club of Slovakia Cup and may be awarded with titile
CACIT. The winner receives a challenge trophy, which must either be
defended in the following year or passed on to the next year's winner.
The pointing dog that ranks second in the first merit may be awarded the
Reserve CACIT. The best dog of each breed, placed in the first merit, may be
awarded CACT, while the second-best of the breed in the first merit may
receive the Reserve CACT. The titles are not automatically granted and are
subject to the jury’s discretion.
The KCHHS Cup is open to all pointing dog breeds, with a maximum of 24
dogs. Each dog must be registered by the FCI. The Wirehaired pointers Club
of Slovakia (KCHHS) reserves the right to select the participants.

The dog handler shall report for the competition in time, in proper hunting
outfit, with a hunting arm and all necessary documents.
If the handler does not hold a firearms license, they are required to arrange
for a shooter for the trials.
Dogs that are sick, injured, blind, deaf, undernourished and weakened,
bitches with young more than 30 days, bitches up to 50 days after
delivery, and bitches in heat shall be excluded from the competition.
The organizer does not bear any responsibility for damages caused by the
dog, for any injuries, losses or eventual death.
The Memorial will take place any all weather conditions 
In case of filing a protest against a violation of the trial regulations, the
handler must deposit a financial guarantee of 150 EUR, which will only be
refunded if the chief judge acknowledges the legitimacy of the protest.
The protest can be submitted after the score is announced on-site.
The organizer stipulates the right not to accept the application without
stated GDPR agreement as the application cannot be proceeded.  
The dog handler state that him acquainted with the trial rules and that he
submit to it. 
I do warrant any damages made by my dog to any person or object.
I agree with photo documentation and sharing photos for wirehaired
pointers club of Slovakia.
The trials are conducted according to the valid trial regulations for
Continental pointing dogs, for trials granting titles CACIT, res. CACIT -
Field-water exam, table no. 3 (homologated by FCI).
The list of judges is delegated by SPZ Bratislava upon the proposal of
KCHHS.
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Entry fees to competition is 130 EUR. The entry fee must be paid together
with the sent application. The fee is non-refundable if you cannot attend. The
fee will be returned only in case of non-admission to competition, due to
capacity filling.
